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The article examines the possibilities of the educational subject "The
Surrounding world" (UMK "School of Russia") in primary school for the formation
of communication skills in younger schoolchildren. The development of
communicative universal learning activities is presented as a priority task of the
educational process, affecting the successful socialization and self-realization of the
child. Based on the analysis of the pedagogical experience of practicing teachers
working at the School of Russia Training Center, the stages, methods and techniques
of work that contribute to the development of dialogical speech, group interaction and
argumentation are highlighted. The article is addressed to primary school teachers,
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FORMATION OF COMMUNICATION SKILLS IN THE LESSONS OF THE
OUTSIDE WORLD

The formation of communication skills is one of the priorities of modern
primary education, since not only academic success depends on the level of their
development, but also socialization and self-realization of the student's personality
[5]. Communication skills encompass the ability to express one's own ideas,
understand and interpret information, and build effective interaction with other
subjects of the educational process [2].

The educational subject "The World around us" at the School of Russia
Educational Center (author A.A. Pleshakov) provides particularly favorable
conditions for the implementation of this task. The content line of this kit is based on
the principles of integrating natural science and socio-humanitarian knowledge,
which requires students to constantly turn to collective search, discussion and
justification of versions. So, already in the 2nd grade, when studying the topic "Starry
sky" [6, ch. 1, p. 48-51] work in pairs is provided: students learn to find the main
thoughts of the educational text, compare their answer with the answers of
classmates, and summarize information [2]. Similarly, in the 3rd grade, when
studying the topic "Soil" [7, part 1, pp. 68-73], group work is organized to conduct
experiments and formulate conclusions, which requires students to be able to listen to
each other, negotiate and jointly present research results [5].
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As noted by Yu.V. Tuboltseva, a primary school teacher at the Vosovskaya
Secondary School in the Ponyrovsky district of the Kursk Region, in a publication
devoted to the lesson on "Who protects us" [7, part 2, pp. 18-19], it is the tasks of the
textbook headings, involving group work and discussion, that make it possible to
systematically develop communicative learning skills. In his experience, the teacher
focuses on the formation of students' "willingness to listen to the interlocutor and
conduct a dialogue, to recognize the possibility of different points of view and the
right of everyone to have their own, to express their opinions and argue their point of
view" [1].

The practical experience of the teacher of MBOU Secondary School No. 7 in
Ivanovo, L.I. Savelyeva, presented in the self-analysis of the lesson on the topic
"Fire" [6, part 1, pp. 22-25], demonstrates the effectiveness of group work for the
formation of communicative competencies. The teacher notes: "Working in pairs and
groups develops students' ability to prove, justify, and draw conclusions, and allows
students to interact with each other." The lesson used such techniques as group
practical work on drawing up fire safety rules ("In the forest", "At school", "At
Home") and the role-playing game "Bell to the fire department", contributing to the
development of a culture of oral speech [3].

As noted by leading researchers in the field of the psychological and
pedagogical theory of universal educational actions (A.G. Asmolov, G.A. Zukerman,
S.V. Skripova) [1], it is the substantive basis of the subject, based on the knowledge
of natural and social objects, that requires constant recourse to collective search,
discussion and reasoned justification of versions. This pattern is put into practice in
the School of Russia curriculum: the textbook's system of questions and assignments
encourages younger students not only to reproduce information, but also to compare,
prove, evaluate, and negotiate.

It is advisable to divide the process of communication development in younger
schoolchildren into three consecutive stages [1]. At the first stage, basic speech acts
are mastered: students learn to answer and formulate questions, comment on
classmates' statements, and create logically structured messages. At the second stage,
the focus shifts to developing the skill of constructing an utterance that should be as
understandable as possible for the audience. During this period, the ability to use
illustrative examples to support one's own theses is actualized. The third stage is
aimed at the formation of collective communicative competence, which involves the
ability to conduct a constructive conversation in a couple or group, actively
participate in the discussion and come to a conflict-free solution to the problem [1; 2].

The effectiveness of the formation of communication skills in the subject area
of the "Surrounding world" is ensured by the systematic use of interactive methods
and techniques. Teacher E.G. Komarova in the lesson summary on the topic "Starry
sky" [6] emphasizes the importance of working in pairs when studying the text of the
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textbook: students learn to answer final questions, formulate their own opinion and
compare it with the opinion of classmates [2].

Among the specific game and discussion techniques that have proven
themselves positively in the practice of teachers of the School of Russia, there are:
the "Catch a mistake!" technique, which requires the student to find and prove the
error of an incorrect statement using arguments; the "Press Conference" technique,
where students form questions to the "experts" based on the studied material; as well
as such techniques as "Story-journey" and "Fairy tale in a given key", which help to
overcome the monologue of speech and develop listening skills [1; 2].

Teacher R.N. Voznyuk in the methodological development of the lesson "In
the kingdom of mushrooms" [7, part 2, pp. 28-31] focuses on the formation of
communicative learning skills through group work. Among the planned results, the
teacher highlights: "to form a willingness to listen to the interlocutor and conduct a
dialogue, to show a willingness to recognize the possibility of different points of view
and the right of everyone to have their own, to express their opinions and to argue
their point of view and assessment of events" [8].

The most important pedagogical condition ensuring the success of the
implementation of these techniques is the creation of an atmosphere of trust, goodwill
and mutual understanding in the classroom, which encourages students to actively
express their own position without fear of making a mistake [2; 4].

Thus, the lessons of the "Surrounding World" within the framework of the
School of Russia act not only as a source of knowledge about the world, but also as a
platform for the practical development of vital communicative competencies. The
experience of practical teachers confirms that the systematic use of interactive
methods, group work and textbook assignments aimed at dialogue allows achieving
sustainable positive results in the development of communicative skills of younger
schoolchildren.

The actual mastering of the subject matter in the lessons of the "Surrounding
World" is inextricably linked with the development of the ability to cooperate,
critically evaluate information and constructively resolve contradictions. Thus, the
formation of communication skills acquires not only pragmatic, but also axiological
significance, laying the foundations for successful social adaptation and the formation
of a civic position, which corresponds to the objectives of the Federal State
Educational Standard.
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
